Frequent Elections is big problem

Recently PM Modi had
invited heads all parties in
Parliament to a meeting to
discuss 'one nation, one
election'. Don't we think, in
India Frequent Elections are
like celebrating festivals in
India? Election Commission of
India conducts election after
one or two or three months in
India .Frequent Elections is big
problem. In India. Frequent
elections, according to
experts, hamper long-term
policy making because every
decision is seen as bait for

votes.

"One Nation, One Election"
means structuring the Indian
election cycle in such a
manner that elections to Lok
Sabha and State Assemblies
are synchronized together. In
such a scenario, a voter would
normally cast his/her vote for
electing members of Lok
Sabha and State Assembly on
a single day and at the same
time. We all are aware that in
1952, for the first Lok Sabha
elections it costed around Rs
11 crore, while in 2014
general elections, the
government spent almost Rs
3,870 crore. In 2019, and
there was 40% jump from
2014 costing an
unprecedented Rs.
50,000Crores , according to
the New Delhi based Centre
for Media Studies. And these
are just paper records and
estimates. Add to this the cost
of various incentives like
television sets, goats, liquor
and other personal goods to
influence the voters. It was

among the world's most
expensive elections. Preparing
and conducting elections costs
the public exchequer hundreds
of crore each time and the
money is mostly spent on
arrangements, salaries and
security. Thus holding
simultaneous polls will lead to
significant savings of public
funds that can be better
utilized elsewhere. Almost all
political parties spend large
sums of money in ensuring
that no stone is left Unturned
during campaigning. Holding
simultaneous elections will
ensure that the ministers can
dedicate a good four years
towards implementing policies
and doing constructive work
for their constituencies. The
cost of such elections, the
inevitable allegations of
corruption and vote buying
along with the expense of
providing security and the
logistics of conducting one
election after another is
raising the call for electoral
reform across the country.

The code of conduct which
effectively stops all the
agendas of government will
be enforced only once, giving
more time to governments to
perform.

The Law Commission
headed by Justice B P Jeevan
Reddy, in its May 1999 report
said, "We must go back to the
situation where the elections
to Lok Sabha and all the
Legislative Assemblies are
held at once". We can save
unnecessary wastage of
public wealth, shift of focus
from governance because of
multiple elections, wastage of
security forces, wastage of
time for teaches and other
bank officers and government
officers being appointed as
individual booth officials.

With elections taking place
at various schedules, political
parties and ministers are
always in election mode which
disrupts and distorts agendas
with parties deferring reforms
or make decisions with short-
term views, thereby depriving

citizens of clear policies. Apart
from money, the other
significant resource needed in
abundance is the deployment
of security forces. Holding
simultaneous elections to the
Lok Sabha and the state
legislatures it will free up
security forces, which are
diverted from their core duties
for each election. The winning
party gets clear mandate in all
houses and is increasingly
prone to become autocratic
and corrupt, sensing
invincibility.

It is nice that the present
Modi government is working
and has made the "One
Nation" theory as their most
peculiar aspect in order to rule
and maintain the ongoing
nation. There scheme of GST
is under the One nation, One
tax theory. Thus, the "One
nation" theory has also been
in thoughts for the election in
India.

Lion hunts man in Amreli district

Amreli, Another incident of
animal cruelty has come to
light in the Khalpar-Hathila
border area of ??Savarkundla
taluka of Amreli district. Today,
Thursday (March 6), a dead
body was found here, which
is initially suspected to be that
of a person named Nadimbai
Nazirbhai Qureshi.

On Tuesday (March 4),
farmer Mangabhai Baraiya
was working late in the
evening in a paddy field near
Kakdi Moli village on the
border of Gir Gadha taluka of
Jaffrabad and Gir Somnath
when a lioness suddenly
attacked him fatally and tore
him to pieces.

The Forest Department
confirmed the incident.

When contacted by
telephone, Dhari Gir East DCF
Vikas Yadav said, "This
incident has happened, our
team is at the scene,
investigating. I will tell you
more after we get information

about how the incident
happened."

The bike was found in the
Sim area. The bike and
slippers of the deceased have
been found in the Sim area.
Lion footprints have also been
found near the bike, which
makes it clear that this incident
was a lion attack. The forest
department and police
immediately reached the spot
and started an investigation.

Investigation into how the
man reached the farm has

been initiated. Preliminary
investigation has revealed that
the lion attacked the man, but
investigation is still underway
into how the man reached the
farm boundary area. The
increasing number of lion
attacks and human deaths has
created a stir in the forest
department. This incident has
created an atmosphere of fear
among the local people. The
forest department needs to
take immediate steps to

prevent the increasing
number of attacks by the wild
animals in this area.
According to information
received regarding the
incident where a farmer was
mauled by a lioness on
Tuesday, farmer Mangabhai
Boghabhai Baraiya was
working in a paddy field near
Kakdi Moli village on the
border of Jafrabad in Amreli
district and Gir Gadhada taluka
in Gir Somnath district on
Tuesday evening. During this,
a lioness suddenly came and
attacked him fatally. Lioness
rips open farmer's stomach
Farmer Mangabhai Baraiya
was suddenly attacked by a
lioness and he tried to drive
her away. However, the lioness
was so aggressive that within
minutes, the lioness ripped
open Mangabhai's stomach.
When the farmers of the
surrounding farm came to
know about this incident, they
immediately informed the

villagers and the forest
department about it.

The lioness was removed
from the dead body with the
help of a JCB-tractor.

As soon as the incident
was reported, the forest
department personnel
reached the spot and tried to
remove the lioness from the
farmer's dead body. However,
the lioness was so angry that
she sat on the farmer's chest
and did not move away from
the dead body. Therefore, the
forest department team took
the help of a JCB and a tractor
and removed the lioness from
the farmer's dead body. After
this, the forest department
team led by DCF Jayant Patel
and ACF Viralsinh Chavda of
Shetrunji Division carried out
a mega operation and
tranquilized the lioness and
put her in a cage and shifted
her to the Animal Care Center.

If you go out in the dark,
keep a torch and stick with

you: DCFRegarding this, DCF
Jayant Patel said that our
team reached here as soon as
the villagers informed about
the incident. The villagers had
informed the forest
department about the
movement of lionesses in this
area in advance. The
lionesses have now been
captured. We are also
conducting awareness
programs in this area. I appeal
to the people to avoid going
out in the dark as much as
possible and if you have to go,
take a torch and stick with you
and if you see wild animals like
lions, lionesses or leopards,
then inform the forest
department. Singh mutilated
the body of a 7-year-old
innocentA fortnight ago, a lion
had hunted a seven-year-old
innocent in Amreli. The lion's
attack was so horrific that the
forest department was
exhausted from collecting the
innocent's face, hands and feet.

From roads to
dividers, preparations for
beautification at all levels,
from roads to dividers and
lights, are being given the final
touches for PM Modi's road
show. Before that, office
bearers including Municipal
Commissioner, Police
Commissioner, District
Collector, District Development
Officer, Mayor of Surat city
inspected PM Modi's route.
